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Preface

The National Statistical Office (NSO) of Thailand has conducted four surveys of fertility (1975, 1985,
1996, and 2006). In the 2006 round, a reproductive health (RH) module was added to the core
survey. In the 2009 RH survey, NSO and the Department of Health (DOH) signed a memorandum of
collaboration to carry out this study, and they received technical assistance from the United Nations
Population Fund (UNFPA) and the College of Population Studies of Chulalongkorn University.

The principal objectives were to study access to and status of RH of the population.

The survey was conducted in May 2009 and covered the topic areas: family planning, maternal and
child health, AIDS, breast and cervical cancer, infertility, sex education, and adolescent health. It was
found that, despite the extensive campaigns of the Ministry of Public Health (MOPH) to improve RH,
there are a number of areas that are not optimal. For example, only 15.0% of married women of
reproductive age or their husbands received pre-marital contraceptive counseling and information.
Also, only 15.1% provided exclusive breastfeeding for their infant under six months. Only 36.4% of
women aged 15 to 59 years had correct knowledge and understanding about AIDS, and higher or
lower knowledge was associated with the level of education. Ever having a breast exam for pre-cancerous
nodules and screening for cervical cancer was reported by 58.1% and 60.2% of women aged 30 to 59 years
respectively. It is noteworthy that women in municipal areas had lower rates of breast and cervical
cancer screening than their non-municipal counterparts, and respondents in Bangkok had lower levels

of these exams than women in other regions of the country.

The NSO and its implementing partners trust that the results of this survey reflect the RH status of
the country, and hope that other interested agencies will use the data for policy development,
planning, and implementation of activities to improve access to RH services and maximize

reproductive health of the population.
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Executive summary

The National Statistical Office of Thailand (NSO)
has conducted four surveys of fertility (1975,
1985, 1996, and 2006). In 2006 the NSO
collaborated with the Reproductive Health Division
of the Department of Health (DOH) to conduct
a special survey specifically focused on reproductive
health (RH) status and access to services (e.g.,
family planning, maternal and child health, etc.).
These data can be used to construct measurements

of the RH status of the population.

In the 2009 RH survey, NSO and the DOH
signed a memorandum of collaboration to carry
out this study, and they received technical
assistance from the United Nations Population
Fund (UNFPA) and the College of Population
Studies of Chulalongkorn University. The principal
objectives were to study access to and status of
RH of the population. Field work was conducted
during May 2009 through a stratified, two-stage
sampling process in municipal and non-municipal
areas yielding a sample of approximately 30,000
households throughout the country. A total of
37,511 women aged 15-59 years (included 2,509
ever-married women aged 15-49 years whose last
living child is under 1 years of age), and 11,971
adolescents aged 15-24 years (5,364 men, 6,607
women) were interviewed. The following is a

summary of the key results.
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1. Family planning

1.1 Pre-marital preparation

The 2009 RH survey found that 15.0 % of
married women of reproductive age 15 to 49 years
(MWRA) or their husbands received pre-marital
counseling or information on contraception from
a health personnel. However, 21.7% were tested
for either thalassemia or HIV. (18.6% were tested
for both, while 0.8% were tested for only thalassemia
and 2.3% were tested only for HIV). Significantly
more municipal respondents received pre-marital
counseling and blood screening than their non-

municipal counterparts (Figure 1).

1.2 Age at first marriage

Using the 2006 NSO Reproductive Health
Survey as a reference, the singulate mean age at
marriage (SMAM) of Thai women declined slightly
from 23.1 to 22.2 years. Women in municipal
areas married later than those in non-municipal
areas (Figure 2). The difference in SMAM between
municipal and non-municipal women declined

from 3.3 years in 2006 to 2.8 years in 2009.

1.3 Mean number of children born alive

The mean number of children born alive is an
indicator of fertility that reflects women’s
reproductive performance over their reproductive
years. It may be used to measure the average
completed family size of women at the end of
their reproductive years (aged 45-49 years).
The 2009 RH survey reveals that the average
number of children ever born for women aged
15-49 years was 1.30 per women (1.11 in

municipal and 1.40 in non-municipal areas).

The mean number of children ever born for
older women is higher than of younger women

(Table 1).

When compared with the results from the 2006
NSO survey of reproductive health, there was
a slight increase in fertility by 2009. The increase
was more pronounced for women in the 20-24
age group (from 0.44 to 0.59 in 2006 and 2009

respectively).

When examining mean number of children ever
born for women nearing the end of their
reproductive years (aged 45-49 years) the mean
number of children ever born was 2.15 per woman,
with non-municipal higher than in municipal areas.
This number increased between survey rounds
for women in municipal areas (from 1.79 to 1.89)
but decreased for their non-municipal counterparts

(from 2.33 to 2.28).

2. Maternal and Child Health (MCH)

The following presents results for ever-married
women aged 15 to 49 years whose last child was

under one year of age at the time of the interverview.

2.1 Child delivery

The place of delivery of a birth and the personnel
assisting during delivery are key variables related
to the health outcomes of the mother and infant.
The cost of obstetric services and travel costs are
also influential in determining the woman’s choice
of place of delivery. In this survey, it was found
that more than 90% of the respondents delivered
at a government hospital, 42%, or two out of five,
of these being community (district) hospitals
(see Figure 3). Fully 38.1% of women delivered
at government regional or general (provincial)
hospitals, while 10.8% delivered at other types of
public facilities. In two-thirds of cases, the delivery
was performed by a medical doctor, while one-third

were delivered by nurses or public health officer.

2.2 Breastfeeding

Among ever-married women aged 15 to 49 years
whose last live birth was under six months, fully
320,000 (or 84%) breastfed that child in the
previous 24 hours. However only 15.1%
practiced exclusive breastfeeding. Over a quarter
(27.3%) fed their infant just breastmilk and water,
while 41.6% fed their infant other liquids/foods
beside breastmilk such as fruit juice, infant

formula, or crushed banana (Figure 4).

Among the subgroup who fed their infants
exclusive breastfeeding, 16.0% lived in non-municipal
areas and 12.2% in municipal locations. There were
larger inter-regional differentials however.
Women in the northeast practiced the most
exclusive breastfeeding (26.9%) followed by
women in the south (10.4%) and least in

Bangkok (1.7%).

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3. Screening for breast and cervical cancer

3.1 Screening for breast cancer

Among women aged 30 to 59 years in the sample,
58.1% had a breast examination in the past year.
Among these, 23.6% were self-exams, 20.3%
were conducted by a health personnel, and 14.2%

were a combination of these (Figure 5).

Women in non-municipal areas had a slightly
higher level of breast examination than their
municipal counterparts (59.8% versus 54.6%).
Women in the north and northeast regions had
the highest level of breast examination (64.9%
and 63.3% respectively). Among regions, Bangkok
was the only area in which the examination rate

was below half of women (47.4%).

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3.2 Screening for cervical cancer

Approximately 60% of women aged 30 to 59
years were screened for cervical cancer in the
previous five years, and more non-municipal
than municipal women had been screened
(64.3% versus 52.1%). Women in the north and

northeast had the highest rates of cervical cancer

screening among regions (69.0% and 67.3%
respectively). While women in Bangkok had
been screened less than half (44.4%).

It is noteworthy that, among women aged 30 to
59 years whose last child was under one year of
age, more were screened than those without a child
under one year (74.2% versus 60.0%). This is
probably a reflection of routine post-partum

screening for cervical cancer.

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It is also noteworthy that screening for breast
and cervical cancer among women aged 30 to 59
years was lower in the municipal areas and
Bangkok compared to non-municipal area and
non-Bangkok regions. This finding is probably
a reflection of how the screening campaigns are
conducted, i.e., through village heath volunteers,
mobile units, and health centers which are more
prevalent in the non-municipal areas. It is also
easier to access households in the non-municipal
areas, than municipal area, especially when
compared to Bangkok, where most women work
outside the household, or do not feel they have

the time to go for the cancer screening.

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Chapter 1

Introduction

1. Background

The National Statistical Office (NSO) in collaboration
with the Institute for Population Studies of
Chulalongkorn University implemented its first
fertility survey in 1975 under the World Fertility
Survey (WFS) program. The WFS was an
international effort to study the fertility behaviors
and status of countries around the world using
a standardized data collection methodology.
Additional rounds of the survey were conducted

in 1985, 1996, and 2006.

In 2006, the NSO collaborated with the Reproductive
Health Division (RHD) of the Department of
Health (DOH) to conduct the reproductive health
survey. The data from that survey were useful
in assessing the RH status of the population
in accordance with the 9" S-year National Social

and Development Plan (2002-2006).

A few years later, the NSO and DOH signed
a memorandum of collaboration to implement an
interim RH survey in 2009 with technical support
from the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA)
and the College of Population Studies, Chulalongkorn
University. This survey was conducted to provide
a fuller understanding of the RH situation and

challenges facing the population. These data

should help the relevant agencies to be more precise
in formulating policies, plans, implementation,

and evaluation of RH in the coming decade.

2. Objectives

2.1 To define the RH status of the population
including the key topics of family planning, fertility,
mother and child health, AIDS knowledge, breast
and cervical cancer screening, and adolescent health.

2.2 To study changes and trends in the RH
status of the population, especially with regard

to accessing RH services.

3. Benefits

3.1 The survey will provide data for evaluating
the RH status of the population at the national
and sub-national level.

3.2 The data from the survey will inform
the development of more comprehensive RH
services according to a holistic model of health

promotion which emphasizes access to services.

4. Scope of the survey

The sample population for this survey includes
persons living in private households in both
municipal and non-municipal areas throughout
the country. Respondents were women aged
15-59 years and men aged 15-24 years residing

in the sample households.

6. Sample design

This study used a stratified two-stage sampling
method with the province as a stratum. Thailand
has 76 provinces. Two sub-strata were designated

as municipal and non-municipal.

Primary sampling units were blocks (in
municipal areas) and villages (in non-municipal

areas)

Secondary sampling units were private
household. In each sample blocks/villages, private
households were divided into two categories as
follows:

1) Households with a women with last living
child under one year. All of the qualifying
households were included in the sample.
There were 5,880 households.

2) Other households selected through
a systematic random sampling method
yielding 18 households per block in
municipal areas and 15 households per
village in non-municipal areas. There

were 24,237 households.

In this survey the total sample households were
30,117. NSO'’s staff who conducted the interviews

with household members during May 2009.
7. Definitions

7.1 Reproductive health' (RH)

“Reproductive Health” is a condition of well-being
and soundness of the body and mind as a result
of the process of responsible reproduction that
both men and women productively engage in at
each stage of life, and which enables them to

live harmoniously in society.

Thailand has defined ten dimensions of RH

as follows:

® Family Planning: To ensure that all
Thai couples have the appropriate
number of children according to

their circumstances.

® Maternal and child health: To ensure
the good health of mother and infant
from pre-pregnancy and during
pregnancy to promote a safe delivery,
and during the post-partum period to
promote a strong and healthy mother

and child.

AIDS: To create awareness, and
provide counseling to the general
population, especially those who have
risk factors for transmission, including
the prevention of transmission and

treatment of the infected.

Cancers of the breast and cervix:
To monitor women with risk factors,
provide information, and diagnostic

screening that is timely and accurate.

Sexually transmitted infections:
To control, prevent and treat sexually
transmitted infections (STIs) and

other reproductive track infections.

Pregnancy termination and
complications: To prevent and
appropriately manage complications
that result from abortion, provide
including safe pregnancy termination

and access to related services.
Infertility: To provide information,

counseling, and relevant services to

assist couples who have difficulty

conceiving a child.

Sex education: To provide information
and counseling for people of all ages.
To support the practice of safe sex

and appropriate sex behavior.

® Adolescent health: To provide
information and counseling on sex
education, the roles and responsibilities
of male and female youth, practicing
responsible, safe sex behavior to prevent
unplanned pregnancy, sexually
transmitted infections (STIs), including
client-friendly RH services which

address the needs of adolescents.

® Post-reproductive condition and
aging: To provide information and
counseling on quality living to
promote good health, longevity,
and a productive lifestyle for society

and one’s family.

7.2 Age

This term refers to completed years since birth,

rounded to last birthday.

7.3 Martial status

This term refers to the relationship between a man
and a woman and is characterized by the following
sub-categories:

® Single refers to those who have

never married.

® Married denotes those male-female
couples who are living together,
regardless of whether the marriage
is registered. The person is considered
married even if the spouse is non-
resident on the day of the interview,

for example, due to work obligations.



® Widowed refers to persons who are

not married and whose spouse has died.

® Divorced refers to couples who have

legally dissolved a registered marriage.

® Separated denotes persons who
have lived as husband and wife but
are now not living together and are
not legally divorced. This includes
those who had lived together in
a non-registered marital arrangement
but who are not living together at
the time of the interview.

® Ever-married with unknown status
This refers to persons who know
they were married but are uncertain

of their current marital status.

Ever-married in this survey refers to
those currently married (or co-habiting), widowed,
divorced, separated, and ever-married with

unknown status.

7.4 Contraception

This term refers to the delay or avoidance of
pregnancy or spacing of births. Methods of

contraception include the following:

® Oral contraceptive (the pill) is
taken orally throughout the month
and comes in the form of 21 and 28

hormonal pills per cycle.

® Emergency/post-coital contraception

is taken orally shortly after unprotected
sex. One pill is taken within 72 hours
after sex; the second pill is taken
within 12 hours after the first pill.
In Thailand, there are two brands of

post-coital pill: Postinor and Madonna.

Injectable contraceptive This method
is delivered by injection every 3 or

5 months.

Implant This method is a set of
capsules that are surgically inserted
under the skin of the arm of the woman
and can prevent pregnancy for five
years (6-capsule implant) or three

years (single capsule implant).

IUD is a plastic device that is
inserted into the uterus to prevent

pregnancy.

Condom is a method of contraception
used by males which can prevent
both pregnancy and sexually transmitted

infections (STIs).

Female sterilization is a permanent
surgical method of contraception

for women.

Male sterilization is a permanent
surgical method of contraception

for men.



® Safe period This method involves
abstaining from sex during the fertile
period of the woman’s monthly
menstrual cycle. This method works
better for women who have regular
menstrual periods. The safe period
is generally seven days before the
onset of menses and seven days

after the first day of menses.

® Other This category includes
withdrawal, vaginal douching,

traditional herbs, etc.

7.5 Age at first marital co-habitation

This denotes the age of the woman when she
married and/or co-habited with a man as husband
and wife regardless of whether the marriage was

registered or not.

7.6 Children ever born

This means a fetus that is alive when delivered
(regardless of duration of life after delivery).
This does not include intra-uterine death or
abortion. This does not include adopted children

or other children not born to the respondent.

Total children ever born
® Current living number of children
Constitutes the number of children
ever born who are still alive at the time
of the interview, regardless of location

of residence.

® Child deaths refers to the number
children ever born who are deceased

at the time of the interview.

7.7 Age at first delivery

This denotes the full age of the currently or ever-

married woman at the time of her first delivery.

7.8 Sex education

This concerns knowledge about human sexual
development and behavior to inform the attitudes
and behavior so that persons lead a responsible
sex life and have constructive relationships
between the sexes. This includes helping
the population to resolve life problems related to
sex. The essential topics include health development,
responsible behavior, relationships, life skills,
socio-cultural dimensions, and the roles and
responsibilities of males and females. This topic

does not refer to the study of sexual intercourse.



Chapter 2

Results of the survey

This 2009 survey of reproductive health (RH)
collected data on the RH status and access to
health services of the population from a sample
of approximately 30,000 households. A total of
37,511 women aged 15-59 years (included 2,509
ever-married women aged 15-49 years whose last
living child is under 1 years of age), and 11,971
adolescents aged 15-24 years (5,364 men, 6,607
women) were interviewed. The following are the key

findings of the survey.

General characteristics of reproductive age

women (15-49 years)

1. Age, marital status and region

In 2009 there were approximately 18.8 million
women of reproductive age (WRA) in Thailand.
Two-thirds (67.7%) lived in non-municipal areas

and one-third in municipal areas (32.3%) (Table 1).

The age groups with the most WRA are 35-39
and 40-44 years (15.2% each). In municipal areas,
the most populous age groups were 30-34 and
35-39 years (16.2% each). In non-municipal areas,
15.0% of the WRA were between the ages of
40-44 years.

Looking at marital status, 25.4% of WRA were
single, 68.0% were married (or co-habiting), and
6.6% were divorced, widowed, separated or ever-

married with unknown status. In municipal areas,

more WRA were single than in non-municipal

areas (31.4% versus 22.6%).

Most Thai WRA were living in the northeast
region at the time of the survey (32.9%) followed
by the central, north, south and Bangkok (24.5%,
17.6%, 13.6%, and 11.5% respectively).

2. Education

Approximately one-third (32.1%) of the WRA
had completed primary school, 22.6% had
completed lower secondary school education,
17.2% had completed upper secondary and 15.9%
had attained post-secondary education. Only 12.0%
had no education/pre-primary/others. WRA in
municipal areas had higher education attainment
than those in non-municipal areas, and this is
seen most clearly by comparing the proportions

who completed upper secondary or higher education.

3. Employment and occupation

In the year prior to the survey, 76.3% of the WRA
were employed (77.9% in non-municipal versus
73.1% in municipal areas). The most common
occupation was agriculturist followed by private
employee, and business/own-account worker.
In municipal areas, more WRA were employed as
private employees, whereas those in non-municipal
areas were more likely to be working in agricultural

occupations.

Reproductive health

Reproductive health (RH)L refers to a condition
of well-being and soundness of the body and mind
as a result of the process of responsible reproduction
that both men and women productively engage
in at each stage of life, and which enables them

to live harmoniously in society.

The 2009 RH survey encompasses the following
dimensions of reproductive health: family planning
(FP), maternal and child health (MCH), AIDS,
breast and cervical cancer, infertility, sex education,
and adolescent health. The following are key

findings of the survey across these dimensions.

1. Family planning

Family planning (FP) refers to the decision of
a couple to have a child while being mindful of
the number of children they can properly care for
to ensure quality of life. Family planning is a key
aspect of married life because, if the couple is not
yet ready to raise a child, they need to use an
appropriate contraceptive method to delay the next

pregnancy.

1.1 Pre-marital preparation

The 2009 RH survey found that 15.0 % of married
women of reproductive age 15 to 49 years (MWRA)
or their husbands received pre-marital counseling
or information on contraception from a health
personnel. However, 21.7% were tested for either
thalassemia or HIV. (18.6% were tested for both,
while 0.8% were tested for only thalassemia and
2.3% were tested only for HIV.) Significantly
more municipal respondents received pre-marital
counseling and blood screening than their non-

municipal counterparts (Figure 1).

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1.2 Age at first marriage

Using the 2006 NSO Reproductive Health
Survey as a reference, the singulate mean age at
marriage (SMAM) of Thai women declined slightly
from 23.1 to 22.2 years. Women in municipal areas
married later than those in non-municipal areas
(Figure 2). The difference in SMAM between
municipal and non-municipal women declined

from 3.3 years in 2006 to 2.8 years in 2009.

1.3 Spousal age difference

Among 12.8 million married women aged 15-49
years, 73.0% were married to an older man;
33.1% had husbands who were five or more years
older. Only 11.1% were the same age as their

husbands and 15.9% were older. The average

1.5 Mean age at first birth

The average age of first birth is an indicator of
the RH of a population since there is a greater
risk of complications and infant mortality if

the women have not yet reached physical maturity.

The survey result found that the mean age of
first birth was 24.8 years which was a slightly
increase in the mean age by 2009 (Table 3), The
result also found that women in non-municipal
area were younger than those in municipal area
(24.6 and 25.4 years respectively). Women
in Bangkok had the highest age at first birth

among regions (27.6 years).

Slightly over one-third (34.2%) of women aged
15-49 years had no live births or single and 65.8%
had live births. When examining the distribution
of age at first birth by age group of women, it is

found that most women had their first birth

between the ages of 20-24, followed by women
age under 20 years, and 25-29 years. These results
are consistent with the findings of the 2006 survey

(see Figure 4).

1.6 Desire for additional children

Among ever-married women aged 15-49 years,
20.8% desired more children at the time of
the 2009 RH survey (Figure 5). Desire for more
children is inversely related to age: younger women
are more likely to want an additional child than
older women. Ever-married women in the 20-24
and 15-19 age groups demonstrate higher
proportions wanting an additional child (49.5%
and 46.7% respectively) than women of other
age groups. These findings probably reflect
the higher proportion of childless women in these
age groups than in the other age groups. Desire
for additional children is also related to the current
number of living children a woman has. Women
with no children or one child desired additional
children distinctly more than women with two or

more children.

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1.7 Mean number of children wanted

The number of children wanted is an indirect
indicator of completed fertility. In this survey,
the number of wanted children is the number of
living children (including a current pregnancy)
plus the number of additional children wanted.
The ever-married women aged 15-49 years in
the 2009 RH survey wanted 1.93 children (2.00
for non-municipal and 1.76 for municipal
women) (Table 4). Women in the southern region
had the highest wanted number of children,
Bangkok the lowest. Older women had slightly
higher fertility wanted than younger women,
suggesting declining fertility norms. When
comparing the mean number of living children
for ever-married women aged 15-49 years with

their fertility aspirations, it was found that these

women had only 0.26 less children than wanted.

1.8 Contraception
1.8.1 Contraceptive use

Appropriate use of contraception is important for
the health of women and their children because:
(1) it helps prevent pregnancy among sexually
active women at the extreme age groups; (2) it
helps in the spacing of births; and (3) helps
women achieve their desired fertility goals. In
the 2009 RH survey, 79.6% of married women
aged 15-49 years were using some method of
contraception, representing a slight decline from
81.1% in 2006 (see Figure 6). This decline occurred
in all regions except for the south and northeast;

contraceptive use was lowest in the south.

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1.8.2 Method of contraception

In 2009, 77.4% of married women aged 15-49 years
or their husband were using a modern method of
contraception (Table 5). The most common
modern method used was the pill (35.0%)
followed by female sterilization (23.7%), the injectable
contraceptive (14.0%), condom (2.3%) and other
modern methods (2.5%) which include emergency
or post-coital contraception, implants, I[UD, and
male sterilization. Among the 2.2% of women
using traditional methods, 1.7% used safe period

and 0.5% used other traditional methods.

Use level and type of contraceptive methods
used varied by age groups. Women aged 30-44
years were more likely to be using contraception
than other age groups. Younger women prefered
temporary contraception more, and the pill more
than other methods followed by injectable
contraceptive. Women age 40-49 prefered permanent
methods, primarily female sterilization followed

by temporary contraception (pill).

Married women aged 15-49 years who are not
using contraception mostly (32.8%) cite “desire
more children” as the reason followed by “too
old to conceive” or “no menses’ (15.2%),
“currently pregnant” (14.7%) and “husband not
usually home” (10.1%) (Table 6).
There are age differentials for reason for not using
contraception. Approximately one-half of women
aged 15-19 years were not using contraception
because they were pregnant. One-third to one-half
of women aged 20-39 years desired a pregnancy,
and 28%-53% of women aged 40-49 years were
not using contraception because they felt they
were too old to conceive or were menopausal.

2. Maternal and child health (MCH)

The assessment of MCH in this section is based
on ever-married women aged 15-49 years whose
last living child was under one year of age. Thus,
the results are not necessarily representative of all
last live births in previous year of ever-married
women, and this limitation should be taken into
consideration when reviewing the following

survey results.

2.1 Intention of last pregnancy

The respondents were asked if their last
pregnancy was intended. Specifically, they were
asked if during their last pregnancy they desired
that pregnancy at that time. The results in Table 7
show that among ever-married women aged
15-49 years whose last living child was under
one year of age, 75.9% said the last pregnancy was
intended. Among the 16.2% who said the pregnancy
was not intended, 5.5% said they wanted an
additional child but not at that time, and 10.7%
said they wanted no more children. It was found
that 7.9% were indifferent. Nearly one-third (32.1%)
of ever-married women aged 15-19 years did not
plan the last pregnancy, or almost twice the level
for all ever-married women aged 15-49 years.
This may be a reflection of unreadiness to have
a child among women in the teenage years.

Among the women in both age groups who did
not intend to have the last pregnancy, forgetting
to take the pill or missed appointment for
contraceptive injection was the most common
reason for the contraceptive failure. The next
most common reasons were that they were using
a traditional method of contraception. Among
women aged 15-19 years, 25.6% had not planned

on having sex (see Table 8).

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2.2 Antenatal care (ANC)

Nearly all (99.1%) of 724,255 ever-married
women aged 15-49 years whose last living child
was under one year of age had received ANC for
the last pregnancy. Fully 71.3% had their first
ANC visit before 12 weeks of gestation, and 27.8%
had their first ANC visit at 12 weeks gestation or
later while 0.9% had no ANC (see Figure 7).

The most common place of ANC was the local
health center followed by a private hospital/clinic,
or the local community (district) hospital (26.9%,
24.0%, and 23.6% respectively).

2.3 Iron supplements during pregnancy

Pregnant women are at risk of anemia which can
be a factor in hemorrhaging, infection during
delivery, and low birth-weight. Thus, it is
recommended that all pregnant women consume
iron supplements to prevent anemia as prescribed

by a physician or trained ANC service provider.

In this study of ever-married women aged 15-49
years whose last living child was under age
1 year, it was found that nearly all (99.5%)
received iron supplements, and 89.7% took
the supplements as prescribed (Figure 9). Just
under ten percent took only a portion of the iron
supplements, and 0.4% abstained. Only 0.5%
did not receive the supplement through the ANC
service. Therefore, anemia of pregnancy should

not be a problem among Thai women.

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2.4 ANC screening for HIV

Among ever-married women aged 15-49 years
whose last living child is under one year of age,
91.6% were screened for HIV during an ANC
visit for the last pregnancy (Figure 10). Municipal
women were screened slightly more than non-
municipal women (93.6% versus 91.1%). More
women in the central region (94.3%) were
screened than those elsewhere; and women in
the northeast had the lowest rate of HIV
screening (89.2%). Those not screened denied

the HIV test.

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2.5 Husband’s participation in the MCH advice

and information group

The MOPH provides a service for husbands of
pregnant women to participate in a group and
receive advice and information from a health
personnel about good MCH practices. The intent
is that spouses will play a greater role in
preserving and protecting the health of the mother

and child.

The survey found that, among ever-married
women aged 15-49 years whose last living child
was under one year of age, 34.1% of their
spouses participated in a group and received
MCH advice and information from a health
personnel, with non-municipal respondents
having slightly higher spousal participation than
municipal (35.7% versus 28.8%) (Figure 11).
Participation of husbands was highest in the north

(46.4%) and lowest in Bangkok (13.7%).

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2.6 Child delivery

The place of delivery of a birth and the personnel
assisting during delivery are key variables
related to the health outcomes of the mother and
infant. The cost of obstetric services and travel
costs are also influential in determining the woman’s
choice of place of delivery. In this survey, it was
found that more than 90% of the respondents

delivered at a government hospital, 42%, or two

out of five, of these being community (district)
hospitals (see Figure 12). Fully 38.1% of women
delivered at government regional or general
(provincial) hospitals, while 10.8% delivered at
other types of public facilities. In two-thirds of
cases, the delivery was performed by a medical
doctor, while one-third were delivered by nurses

or public health officer.

2.7 Post-partum care

The MOPH prescribes that there be two post-partum
visits to mother and infant at 1 to 2 weeks and
4 to 6 weeks post-partum. The purpose of the visits
is to prevent illness and mortality. The post-partum
check-up involves examination of the woman’s

wounds related to delivery, the status of the uterus,

cervical cancer screening, general post-partum
symptoms, whether any pregnancy-related illness
have resolved. Women are counseled on
contraception, breast-feeding and exercise.
The infant is examined to assess growth, physical

abnormalities, and immunizations.

From this survey of ever-married women aged
15-49 years whose last living child was aged
2 to 11 months’ at the time of the interview,
65.5% had received two post-partum visits as
prescribed (slightly less than the examination rate
for infants of 67.4%) (Figure 13). Non-municipal
women and southern women had less post-partum
care than municipal women and women in other
regions. That the mother had a slightly lower
check-up rate than the child for all categories of
residence and region is possibly due to the fact
that sometimes the mother simply takes the infant

for a check-up only.

2.8 Breastfeeding

Among ever-married women aged 15 to 49 years
whose last live birth was under six months, fully
320,000 (or 84%) breastfed that child in the previous
24 hours. However only 15.1% practiced exclusive
breastfeeding. Over a quarter (27.3%) fed their
infant just breastmilk and water, while 41.6% fed
their infant other liquids/foods beside breastmilk
such as fruit juice, infant formula, or crushed

banana (Figure 14).

3. Knowledge and understanding of AIDS

Over the past several decades, the relevant
agencies have conducted a number of public
awareness campaigns to raise knowledge and
understanding about AIDS. A purpose of this
survey is to obtain information on the level of
knowledge and understanding of AIDS so that
relevant agencies could use this information for
their campaigned programs. Among this sample
of women aged 15-59 years, 91.4% knew that
condoms can prevent HIV, 87.6% knew that
mutual fidelity can prevent HIV, 67.0% knew
that mosquitos do not transmit HIV, 74.2%
knew that sharing a meal with a people living
with HIV/AIDS (PLHA) is not risky for HIV,
and 68.8% knew that a healthy looking person
can be infected by HIV. But only 36.4% could
answer all five of these knowledge questions
correctly (Figure 16).

When examining women aged 15-59 years who
could correctly answer all five knowledge
questions. It was found that younger and more
educated women had greater AIDS knowledge

than older, less educated women (Table 9).

4. Screening for breast and cervical cancer

4.1 Screening for breast cancer

Among women aged 30 to 59 years in the sample,
58.1% had a breast examination in the past year.
Among these, 23.6% were self-exams, 20.3%
were conducted by a health personnel, and 14.2%

were a combination of these (Figure 17).

Women in non-municipal areas had a slightly
higher level of breast examination than their
municipal counterparts (59.8% versus 54.6%).
Women in the north and northeast regions had
the highest level of breast examination (64.9%
and 63.3% respectively). Among regions, Bangkok
was the only area in which the examination rate

was below half of women (47.4%).

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Women with more education were more likely to
have had a breast exam in the previous year, and
this is especially true for those performing
a self-exam (either with or without an exam by

a health personnel) (Figure 18).

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4.2 Screening for cervical cancer

Among women aged 30-59 years, 60.2% had
a screening test for cervical cancer in the previous
five years (Figure 19). More non-municipal women
(64.3%) had an exam than their municipal
counterparts (52.1%). Women in the north and
northeast had the highest rates (69.0% and 67.3%).
While Bangkok had been screened less than half
(44.4%).

In addition, more women 30-59 years whose last
living child is under age one year had cervical
cancer screening than those without a child
under one year (74.2% versus 60.0%). This may
be due to the fact that cervical cancer screening

is a routine part of post-partum care.

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It is noteworthy that screening for both breast
and cervical cancer was lower in the municipal
areas and Bangkok compared to non-municipal
and non-Bangkok regions. This could be due to
the fact that screening motivation campaigns are
often implemented through the network of village
health volunteers (VHV), mobile health units,
and health centers which are more prevalent in
the non-municipal area. It is also easier to access
women in non-municipal households than
in municipal areas, and this is especially true for
Bangkok where most women work outside
the home, or do not feel they have the time to go

for the cancer screening.

Fully 92.0% of the women aged 30-59 yerars
who had experienced a screening exam for cervical
cancer got the results of the test. More women
in Bangkok got the test results, with slight
differences among the other regions, with
the exception of the northeast, in which only 87.4%
of screened women were aware of the test results

(Figure 20).

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5. Domestic violence

Increasingly the media is reporting cases of
domestic violence. In this survey, the women were
asked only about spousal physical abuse in the past
12 months. It is recognized that there is a tendency
to under-report episodes of domestic violence.
Among the married women aged 15-49 years in
this survey, 97.1% said they did not experience
spousal physical abuse in the past 12 months and
only 2.9 said they have experience spousal abuse.
Women aged 15-19 years were more likely to
have experienced abuse (6.3%), followed by
35-39 years (3.3%) while 40-49 years had
the lowest level (2.3%). Women with lower
educational attainment were more likely to have
experienced spousal abuse than the more educated

women in this survey.

6. Adolescent health

Adolescent health is one important dimension of
RH. Adolescent health is also an indicator of social
change which can occur rapidly and pervasively
in this age group of the population. This is especially

true with regard to adolescent sex behavior.

6.1 Sex education

Currently, there is general social acceptance of
the importance of sex education (see definition
in chapter 1), and this topic can be part of formal
instruction and conversation openly. Sex
education is especially important for adolescents
to help them understand and cope with the rapid
physical and emotional transitions they are
experiencing, so that they can accept these changes
as something natural, and make appropriate health

behavior and relationship decisions.

This survey included interviews with youth aged
15-24 years. Most (88.8%) had received some
formal instruction in sex education, family
planning, and reproductive track infections.
The most common venue for the sex education
was in the lower secondary school grades (65.4%)
followed by primary school grades (12.5%).
Approximately one-tenth (11.2%) had not received

any formal sex education. (Figure 21).

By age, most adolescents in the 15-19 and 20-24
age groups had experienced sex education in
a lower secondary school class. More youth in
the 20-24 age group had not received any sex
education than their younger counterparts (14.2%

and 8.2% respectively).

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6.2 Sexual Behavior

From the survey in 2009, it was found that 41.4%
of adolescents aged 15-24 years had ever had sex
(comprising 12.4% single and 29.0% ever-married
respondents). Among single, sexually active
adolescents, there were seven times as many males
as females (21.1% versus 3.4% respectively).
(Table 11)

6.3 Ever use of contraception

Among the population aged 15-24 years,
irrespective of marital stauts, 35.6% had ever used
contraception. Fewer adolescents aged 15-19 years
had ever used contraception compared to those
aged 20-24 years (15.7% and 55.6% respectively).
More currently and ever-married adolescents had
used contraception (83.5% and 70.3%) compared
with single adolescents (16.2%) (Table 12).

The lower use rate among the 15-19 year-olds is
similar for males and females and municipal-
non-municipal (about 15%). More adolescents
(15-19 years) in the north and central regions
had ever used contraception (19.0%) while
young adolescents in the south had the lowest
ever-use rate (12.1%). More female adolescents
aged 20-24 years had ever used contraception
compared to males (57.8% versus 53.4%), as did
more non-municipal adolescents aged 20-24 years
than municipal (56.4% versus 53.4%). Adolescents
aged 20-24 years in the north had the highest
ever-use of contraception (61.3%) while those in
the south had the lowest level (46.7%).

When looking at adolescents who ever had sex
(Table 13) ever-married adolescents used
contraception slightly more than single adolescents
(82.9% versus 82.7% respectively). It is noteworthy
that single, male adolescents used contraception
more than their female counterparts (82.9% versus
81.2% respectively). By contrast, when examining
the data for ever-married adolescents, the
proportion of males who used contraception was
distinctly less than their female counterparts, or
only 77.3%. In addition, ever-married females
used contraception more than their single

counterparts (85.8% versus 81.2% respectively).

6.4 Contraceptive use at last sex

Adolescents aged 15-24 years

Among adolescents aged 15-24 years who had
ever used contraception, 91.9% used contraception
at last sex. Most used the pill (44.9%) followed
by the condom (31.4%), injectable (9.3%), and
emergency contraception (1.8%). Only 8.1% used

no method of protection at last sex (Table 14).

When comparing the patterns within the two age

groups of 15-19 and 20-24 years, males reported

using contraception more than females, but this
response could refer to a male method or that used
by their female partner. In the younger age group
(15-19), 72.7% of males reportted using a condom
at last sex in contrast to only 49.0% among those
aged 20-24 years. However, in the higher age group,
female methods of contraception were more
commonly used. Female-reported use of the pill
increased from 56.1% to 60.5% between those

aged 15-19 and 20-24 years.

When examining the data for single, sexually-
active adolescents aged 15-24 years who had

ever used contraception, it can be seen that

contraceptive use at last sex is rather high (98.9%)

(Table 15). However, the method of contraception
varies. Single, sexually-active adolescents used
only temporary methods of contraception, mostly

condoms (71.9%) followed by the pill (18.9%).

When examining the data for ever-married
adolescents aged 15-24 years who had ever used
contraception, contraceptive use at last sex was
lower than for the single adolescents who had

ever had sex (88.6% versus 98.9% respectively).

Ever-married adolescents preferred to use the

pill (57.6%) followed by the injectable
contraceptive and condoms. Among the younger
adolescents, contraceptive use was lower than
among their older counterparts (86.5% for
adolescents aged 15-19 years versus 89.0% for

adolescents aged 20-24 years). (Table 16)

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Survey methodology

1. Sample Design

A Stratified Two - Stage Sampling was adopted for the survey. Provinces were constituted strata.
The primary and secondary sampling units were blocks for municipal areas/villages for non - municipal areas

and private households respectively.

1.1 Stratification
Provinces were constituted strata. There were altogether 76 strata. Each stratum was divided
into two parts according to the type of local administration, namely municipal areas and non - municipal areas.
1.2 Selection of Primary Sampling Unit

The sample selection of blocks / villages were performed separately and independently in
each part by using probability proportional to size - total number of households. The total sample

blocks/villages was 1,449 from 109,966 blocks / villages.

1.3 Selection of Secondary Sampling Unit

Private households in each sample block/village were divided into 2 groups classified by
characteristic of household members as follows:
Group 1 : private households with women having a child aged under 1 year
Group 2 : private households with no women having a child aged under 1 year
The sample selections of private households in each group were performed independently,
1.e. every household in group 1 was selected for enumeration and the private households in group 2 were
selected using systematic sampling method with the following sample size:
Municipal areas : 18 sample households per block
Non - municipal areas : 15 sample households per village
